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The Zone has evolved from being a very successful Education Action Zone (North Islington EAZ) into its current status as a voluntary partnership of schools. It is composed of over 20 schools and children’s centres across all phases of education. They work in partnerships and networks across schools and are supported by a central team based at Ambler.

Its main aim is to develop professionals for the future with a specific focus on the professional development of leadership teams and effective teaching and learning.  An ongoing analysis of schools individual and collective needs is central to its approach. Programmes that offer support and challenge are designed to meet those needs. All collaborative activity is designed to enhance the quality of teaching and learning.

One strand of its teaching and learning programme is gifted and talented provision. The Zone – through Arsenal Study Support – provides gifted and talented lessons for 15 primary schools. Pupils in Years 6, 5 and 4 are provided with gifted and talented provision, which constitutes an hour and fifteen minute lesson each week for one term. The focus of these lessons is cross-curricular Literacy/ICT and has involved activities like: creating a computer game, creating a movie trailer and storytelling using digital images.

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The Arsenal Study Support Centre is located at Holloway School in Tufnell Park. The Centre is a joint venture between the Department for Children Schools and Families (DCSF), CEA@Islington and Arsenal Football Club and is also part of a national scheme called Playing for Success. The scheme uses sports as a motivation for young people to improve achievement in English, Maths and I.C.T. whilst also helping self-esteem.
The Arsenal Study Support Centre also hosts a highly successful daytime programme since 2002. Its daytime programme includes: cross-curricular ICT, ICT units and gifted and talented programmes. The Centre provides gifted and talented provision for primary schools within the Zone and also all Islington secondary schools covering: Years 7, 8 and 9.
